
Hyde Park is a local historic district in North St. Louis. The Hyde Park neighborhood has hundreds of vacant and
historic properties. The area has suffered economically and has one of the highest crime statistics in the city of St. 
Louis. Nearly half of the remaining residents are living below the poverty line and a third are single parent homes.
Each year the weather takes it's toll and destroys more of this historic area. We want your help in preserving these
historic properties and helping the remaining residents of Hyde Park. 

Working in partnership with Alderman Freeman Bosley Sr. and the city of St. Louis we want to board up these
historic vacant buildings. By boarding up the buildings we will accomplish many things for this historic district.
Boarded up vacant property resists deterioration from the weather. It secures the property from intruders that may 
plunder the property's contents. It secures the property from squatters that may attempt to live in the building even �
though it may be structurally unsafe. Boarding up the vacant buildings with painted and decorated boards will show
the community that someone cares enough to preserve this neighborhood until these properties can be restored.
